Old Kit Review: Matchbox 1/72 F-16 
Sal Picataggio 

The 1970s were a a golden age for 
plastic model building teens like me.  
Plastic model manufacturers were really 
hitting their stride. They had come a long 
way from the early days of plastic models, 
and kits were coming out every month 
featuring better and better detailing.  
Hasegawa was establishing itself as the 
gold standard for models. 

 
It was a golden age for aerospace 

fans, too.  A number of new, sexy, cool 
aircraft appeared in prototype form.  That 

decade saw the appearance of the F-14, F-15, F-16, and A-10, among others.  
 
Matchbox had branched out into plastic models in the early 70s.  Their kits were aimed 

at the younger crowd as their models were not too detailed, sometimes had simplified features, 
were known for deep panel lines, and usually were molded in two or three very contrasting 
colors.  However, they generally fit well, didn’t take too long to build, and the subject matter 
tended to be subjects you wouldn’t think you’d see as a model.  Because of this, we saw such 
models as the Fairey Seafox, Handley Page Heyford, and Vickers Wellesley.   

 
Matchbox also had their share of the “necessary” models, the Bf-109, Spitfire, 

Hurricane, etc.  One of these “necessary” models was the F-16.  As aircraft like the F-16 were 
brand new, and it became clear that these were going into mass production, everybody had to 
do one, and everybody did.  The problem was that aircraft like the F-16 were NOT in 
production yet (as of 1975-77), so a production standard had not been set.  The design itself 
was still fluid (how big did the horizontal stabilizers need to be, was the nose gear door in one 
or two pieces, etc.) so it wasn’t set in stone yet.  A manufacturer could of course wait until 
these details were worked out, and THEN release a good model, but theirs would then be 
dead last behind Revell, Monogram, Hasegawa, and everybody else.  The name of the game 
was to get a GOOD model on the market ASAP, and that was very tricky. 

 
Because of this, the Matchbox F-16 has to be approached cautiously.  The kit has parts 

for an A or B version (A=single seat, B= two seater).  It includes drop tanks and Sidewinder 
missiles which aren’t the best.  The only problem with the kit is that it represents either an early 
production F-16 (block 01, 05, or 10), or the FSD aircraft.  These were Full Scale Development 
airplanes which weren’t really production birds as some features were different.  Your best bet 
is to check photos of your subject.  I will also recommend the website habu2.net which has a 
section on the F-16 in scale.  The release I have (number 40122) has Thunderbird decals 
which technically shouldn’t be used for the reasons explained above. 

 
However, if you DO build this model, check out photos of the FSD aircraft.  They 

sported color schemes that were not the now familiar three tone greys.  One (the first FSD) 
had the red/white/blue YF-16 type colors, one was overall light grey, and one had a 
DIFFERENT three tone grey scheme.  A couple of early production aircraft even had the 
European One/Lizard scheme.  Want a different F-16?  Try this! 



 
IA 58 Pucara Photos Part 2 by Steve Muth 
             Last month featured the cockpit of this Argentine ground attack aircraft. This month we 
are showing the landing gear 
and wells. 

  

 
The photographs above and to the left below are of the nose gear of the IA 58 at 

Duxford in the UK in 1993. It was captured at the Falkland Islands. The nose strut and wheel 
well roof appear to be a very light neutral gray while the walls of the well appear to be silver. 
The hydraulic fittings are a blue anodize. The wheel itself is silver. The landing gear strut is 
located to the rear of the well and retracts forward. 
 
 
 
Coming down the Pike From Howie Belkin  

Due out next month, Dragon is releasing the first ever, injection molded 1/35 kit of “the 
US Gun Motor Carriage” (GMC), a halftrack that mounted a 75mm antitank gun. As the USA 
witnessed the devastating power of German Blitzkrieg tactics in 1940, an urgent call went out 
to produce tank destroyers. The GMC M3, mounting an M1897A4 75mm gun, was one urgent 
solution standardized in October 1941. More than 2,200 such vehicles were produced, though 
only 842 saw service since the remainder were converted back to standard troop carriers. The 
GMC M3 saw combat with the U.S. Army in the Philippines (where some captured examples 
were actually used against American forces in 1944!), Tunisia and North Africa (e.g. the Battle 
of Kasserine Pass) and Sicily. After that, they were phased out in favor of the far more 
effective M10 Tank Destroyer, though many soldiered on with the USMC in the Pacific theater 
well into 1945. Other nations used them too, including the UK, France….
