So why go through all the
hassle? Well, it's made in the
USA for one and second; they
have the only kits available for
a lot of unusual aircraft that
flew between the two world
wars. Nobody else has both-
ered to make these kits over
the years. So even if the kits are
not up to the current standards
of the "experts," they get us as
modelers someplace where we
were not before.

Williams Brother kits them-
selves need to be evaluated on
their own merits, not by the
current standards of today's
Japanese companies.

If you like the 1920 & 1930's
era and love the Autogiro, I
recommend this kit, but you
(will) spend some time to make
it right.
